« Ensuring the cooperation of the public at a time
of increased diversity
Changing expectations of service
— homogenous approach no longer works
— Interactions with government (local and
central)
e Expectation that the census will reflect individual
rather than collective circumstances
o Users and uses are becoming much more diverse
